On the heels of our annual meeting, this illustrates how our income factors into the financial
operations of the church. The outcome is twofold: First, our church remains a vibrant, cheerful
place to worship and share in fellowship. Second, our gifts come together with others to come
together to meet the needs of others - from our own backyard to countries around the world.

Income (top chart)

92% of our income comes from pledges and offerings.
The remainder comes from rental of our facility to the
Trumansburg Community Nursery School, AA, Al
Anon, playgroups; and from investment income, Egg
Sunday proceeds, rummage sale and other fundraising.
Expenses (bottom chart):

Per Capita (7%) is a payment we make for each ac-
tive church member. This is one of the expenses re-
lated to being organized in the Presbyterian Church
(U.S.A.) and helps support the operation of the de-

nomination at all levels.

Administration (7%) includes our secretary salary,
all workers compensation, copier and telephone costs,
postage, preservation of records and office supplies.

Music & Worship (11%) includes salaries for our
organist and choir director, and pays for our nursery
care, piano tuning and pulpit supply (pastors to fill in
when ours is on leave).

Benevolence (11.5%) includes our contributions to
local, national and international missions, either di-
rectly or through the work of our denomination. Typi-
cally, this is more than doubled by special offerings not
shown in our annual budget.

Buildings & Properties (15%) includes cleaning
services, property insurance and maintenance and re-
pairs are included in this percentage, although the
largest percentage of this cost is for energy.

Pastoral Services (49%) includes the pastor’s hous-
ing and utilities allowance, salary and pension.

Although too small to reflect as a pie slice, budget
funds are combined with the enthusiasm and time of-
fered by our wonderful volunteers!

Let them taste it
and brush the rest into the
bowl. Explain that this
represents the salty tears shed
by Jesus’ followers, and the
bitterness of our own sin.

READ: Luke 23:27

So far the ingredients are not
very appetizing! Add 1 cup
sugar. Explain that the sweetest

part of the story is that Jesus
died because he loves us. He

wants us to know and belong
to Him.

READ: Psalm 34:8 & John
3:16

Beat with a mixer on high
speed for 12-15 minutes, until
stiff peaks are formed. Explain
that the color white represents
the purity in God’s eyes of
those whose sins have been
cleansed by Jesus.

READ: Isaiah 1:18 & John
3:1-3

Fold in the broken nuts. Drop
by teaspoonfuls onto a wax
paper-covered cookie sheet.
Explain that each mound

Put the cookie sheet in the
oven, close the door and turn
the oven OFFE.

READ: Matthew 27: 65-66

GO TO BED! Explain that
they may feel sad to leave the
cookies in the oven overnight.
Jesus’ followers were in despair
when the tomb was sealed.

READ: John 16:20 and 22

On Easter morning, open the
oven and give everyone a
cookie. Notice the cracked
surface and take a bite. The
cookies are hollow! On the
first Easter, Jesus’ followers
were amazed to find the tomb
open and empty.

READ: Matthew 28: 1-9
