This month, we profile Anne
and Gary Buchner. Anne and
Gary have been members of
FPCU since 1963, and they have
been in the choir for most of that
time. Anne sings soprano and
Gary sings baritone.

Anne and Gary were both born
in Buffalo, New York, and met in
a 9th grade Latin class. They
parted ways briefly for college,
but weren't far apart: Anne
pursued a history major at the
University of Buffalo and Gary
focused on technology and got a
teaching degree from Buffalo
State.

They were married in 1958, and
settled in Churchville, New York.
Anne taught English at
Churchville-Chili and Gary
taught technology, driver
education and coached track.
They both went to the University
of Rochester during this time
and earned Masters degrees.
Gary also got a grant for a
certificate in administration,
which is what eventually brought
them to the Trumansburg area.

In 1965, Anne and Gary moved
to Trumansburg, as Gary had
gotten a job as vice-principal at
DeWitt Middle School. He
would put in 31 years there,
mostly as principal. Gary retired
from DeWitt in 1993. Anne and
Gary have 3 children: David (a
technology teacher in Ithaca);

Elizabeth (Director of a co-op in
Penfield, NY); and Douglas (a

banker in Buffalo). They also
have 8 grandchildren.

In 1978, after the kids were a bit
older, Anne started teaching
English in Trumansburg schools.
She led the Drama department
and chaired the English
department. She joined Gary in
retirement in 1999.

They have a very active
retirement, both enjoying golf,
reading, card games (notably
Bridge), gardening, cross-country
skiing (at one time) and camping.
They love traveling and the
outdoors, and told us of earlier
stories (a '59 trip to Alaska that
had them sleeping in the car)
and later ones (African safaris in
Kenya and Tanzania; riding
elephants in Nepal). They've
seen much of the world together,
and also frequent a cottage in
Canada they've had for over 50
years. Next year, they plan to go
back to Alaska, but probably
won't be found sleeping in their
car on the side of the Alcan
Highway.

How
can I sit through cottage
meetings hearing how important
the youth are to the church yet
why does no one step forward
when I voice a need for a second

teacher for grades 1-4 or ANY
teacher for Junior High? It was a
hard reality check for me...
digging deep into my spiritual
reservoir. I am new to the
church. I don’t know who has
done what, who is burned out on
what. But I know we have youth,
needing guidance and spiritual
growth. And wonder, is no one
willing to help? Am I so strapped
that I need to ask the preK/K
teacher to invite a younger
member of the next class in to
her class while I pull in the rest
just because we have no back up?

Faith is amazing — the strength to
pull you through all sorts of
things... but it also allows you to
see how sad situations are. You
make it through but gosh,
wouldn’t if have been nice to
know you had support.

I'am very sorry for this note, but
then again not. I am new; I don’t
know what I am doing
specifically to the traditions of
this church and denomination. I
am looking to the church for
guidance. I hope I find it. I hope
to find strength, motivation and
commitment to the life and
growth of our church. We shall
see. In the mean time I ask that
everyone take a moment to self-
evaluate. I was amazed, as I sat
up front today, covering as
liturgist, how sparse our church
looked. Where is everyone?

The long-awaited
organizational meeting of the
Pastor Nominating Committee
(PNC) took place Sunday
evening, September 21. Our
group was joined by Hector-
Lodi’s PNC, also newly-
appointed. Geneva Presbytery’s
Executive Presbyter Joelle Davis
led both groups in a careful
review of all aspects of the
search process, followed by

Q&A.

The first task of the PNC will
be to create a Church
Information Form (CIF) which
will include facts and figures
relating to our church and also
descriptive narrative. The
finished CIF will reflect the
insights and goals produced by
the church’s mission study
process, giving candidates a
brief yet realistic view of what
the people of FPCU are really
like and what kind of pastor
they seek.

I will work with the PNC and
presbytery’s representatives to
our PNC until the CIF is
approved by the presbytery

Committee on Ministry (COM).

After this approval, the church
CIF will be posted on the
Presbyterian Leadership
Connection web site as well as
on our church web site, a

serious search will begin and I
will step out of the process.

At the meeting, one of the
points most stressed was the
need for absolute confidentiality
regarding any specifics relating
to pastoral candidates under
consideration. This will require
a good deal of patience and
trust from members of the
congregation who are not
serving on the PNC. The PNC
will, however, make periodic
reports to the session and
congregation describing in a
general sense where they are in
the call process.

The one issue that most
intrigues both the PNC and the
congregation—how long the
active search process will take—
1s a question that simply cannot
be answered with any degree of
certainty. This is because so
much of what the PNC will be
doing depends on questions of
work volume (how many
candidates are being screened)
and scheduling --when
candidates and PNC members
are available for phone and
personal interviews, how readily
references can be checked,
when PNC members are free
for travel to hear candidates
preach, when the presbytery
COM is available to do its own

screening of candidates. And, of
course, there is always the
possibility that when the PNC
thinks its work 1s nearing
completion with a consensus on
a candidate, that person may
choose to accept a call
elsewhere.

In the end, the PNC works in
faith that, through both active
prayer and effort, the Holy
Spirit will lead them and one
particular pastoral candidate to
a deep sense that God has
called that person to the
ministry of this church. When
this happens, the candidate will
be introduced to the
congregation and preach a
sermon here, immediately after
which the congregation will vote
on whether or not it concurs
with the PNCs choice for the
next installed pastor of the First
Presbyterian Church of Ulysses.

Before the meeting adjourned,
the PNC chose its regular
meeting time (Sunday evenings
6-7:30 p.m.) and selected its
officers: Eric de Jager as
chairperson and Amy Dawson
as secretary.

Your prayers for the mission,
officers and members of the
PNC are greatly appreciated.
