She works with home-
bound students, is corresponding 
secretary for the Ulysses Historical 
Society, and reads each week to 
children at the library.

Ed grew up in Covert, one of four 
children. He joined the U.S. Navy 
after graduation, and served four 
years in various parts of the 
world. One of the most exciting 
parts of his service was aboard the 
communication ship ÔArlingtonÕ, 
where he worked with NASA 
Apollo splashdowns in the PaciÞc.

Following his discharge from the 
service, Ed joined Tompkins 

County Trust Company (now 
Tompkins Trust), where he 
worked for the next 37 ! years, 
retiring as a Vice President. He 
has served as an Elder and on the 
Finance Committee of our 
church. He was a committee 
member, Treasurer and active 
parent with our local Boy Scout 
Troop 13. He has served on the 
boards of the Grove Cemetery 
Association, Trumansburg Senior 
Citizens, Inc. and the Cayuga 
Chamber Orchestra.

In retirement, he enjoys working 
on his favorite hobby, wood-
working, as well as bicycling, 
reading, gardening and 
landscaping.

Youth and Critical Mass: How 
can we increase the number of 
teens and young adults and achieve 
a critical mass for effective 
programs? This includes 
intergenerational activities, and 
perhaps worthwhile one-off  or 
ongoing fundraising projects. Some 

ideas include a teen 
lock-in, auction of 
talents & treasures, 
or silent auction. 
These activities 
help raise funds and 
provide for 
fellowship.

“We are Family” 
The discussions 
themselves in the 
relaxed 
atmosphere of 
members homes 
were a major 
positive for the 
participants: a 
reafÞrmation of 
the warm 
fellowship and "we 
are family" that we 
talk about. We 
need to do more of 
that reafÞrmation.

Continue the 
Cottage 
Meetings
The general 
consensus was that 

we should continue having these 
meetings and "market" them 
better, provide alternate dates, 
and make sure that the topic(s) 
are inviting, interesting, non-
confrontational and allow for 
relaxed discussion.

Thanks to all who worked on 
this event! It really does take 
"unseen effort" to make them 
seem relaxed.

  Minister’s Musings
One of our recent cottage meetings 
highlighted the desire for worship 
using hymns with a Òcelebratory 
spirit.Ó The Advent season with its 
joyous celebration of ChristÕs 
coming and presence among us 
once again draws us to the center of 
what Christian worship and 
celebration is all about.

For me, exploring over many years 
and in diverse contexts the depth 
and breadth of how one 
ÒcelebratesÓ worship has been a 
stretching but broadening and 
indeed joyous experience. Growing 
up in a fairly traditional but 
evangelically-oriented (read Òmostly 
liturgy-freeÓ) church background, I 
was, for some time, put off  by the 
more staid (and sometimes starchy, 
it seemed) music of more liturgical 
and particularly the Catholic 
traditions. Later in my ministry, it 
was the very informal, Òoff-the-
wallÓ praise songs that challenged 
my sense of what deÞned 
ÒappropriateÓ music for worship. In 
the end, I have found that stretching 
my personal preferences in music 
and worship has been spiritually 
stimulating rather than stißing.

The enrichment of Þnding joy in 
many different kinds of worship 
music and styles that I have 
discovered by experience has simply 
underscored what comes through 
quite clearly both in Scripture and 
in life: the nature of true worship, 
true celebration, and true joy is 
colored not only by our own 
personal background and 
preferences, but also by the context 
and content of each particular 
worship event.  

The worship and celebration, for 
example, of both a funeral service 
and a Sunday-morning youth day 
are equally valid, yet quite different.  

ÒJesu, Joy of ManÕs DesiringÓ is a 
classic of deeply-reßective, 
meditative, yet quiet joy in worship, 
while a contemporary praise song 
such as ÒThis is the DayÓ or ÒWe 
Bring the SacriÞce of Praise,Ó or 
any number of traditional spirituals 
highlight a more active, exuberant, 
expressive form of faith. More 
speciÞc to the season, ÒSilent NightÓ 
and ÒJoy to the World,Ó are at once 
quite different, yet equally joyous, 
equally worshipful.

Let me suggest a simple exercise 
that has helped me, over the years, 
to greatly enlarge the range of 
worship music that I have come to 
experience as both celebratory and 
joyful. In worship, always focus Þrst 
on the words of hymns. Notice how 
they reßect or complement the 
overall worship theme or worship 
context. See how they celebrate and 
lead us to Þnd hope and joy in the 
grace of God in Jesus Christ. Allow 
yourself, then, to experience the 
music as a complement to the 
words, not simply from the 
perspective of whether or not it Þts 
a particular (or preferred!) music 
form. If  the music (whether fast or 
slow, traditional or contemporary) 
enhances a meaningful message, it 
should indeed be an instrument of 
celebration and joy in the deepest 
sense.

Finally, take time even before the 
Þrst hymn is sung to celebrate 
inwardly the presence of Christ 
among us, the power of the Holy 
Spirit to bind us together, the love of 
God that draws us (or ought to draw 
us) to worship in the Þrst place, and 
you just might Þnd yourself  
discovering joy in worship even 
when the pastor neglected (again!) 
to include your favorite hymn or 
praise song! -- Pastor Kennedy

What !s a Frustrated 
Worshiper T o Do?
Okay, so you concede that not 

every hymn has to be your favor-

ite. But what if it seems like your 

favorite hymn or praise song 

never makes it to the top?

¥ Take a moment and look 

through our hymnal, another 

hymnal, or your favorite song 

book and jot down the titles of 

hymns or praise songs you!d 

like to sing in the future. Then 

put your list in the pastor!s 

mailbox at church—or pass it 

along to the Worship Commit-

tee. Specific suggestions are 

welcome, but—truth to tell—

seldom received.

¥ Our church website has two 

lists of hymns we!ve used, 

sorted by date and hymn num-

ber. It!s possible that one of 

your favorites was sung when 

you were out boating or hunt-

ing or visiting Aunt Tillie in 

Texas! You might be surprised 

and pleased with the variety of 

hymns and praise songs that 

we!ve used in worship. If you 

would like a hymn used again, 

let the pastor or Worship 

Committee know.

¥ Although we sometimes use 

hymn inserts, the overall vari-

ety of hymns we sing is limited 

significantly by the content of 

our current hymnal. If you 

come across a worship re-

source (hymnal, song book or 

anything else) that you believe 

would enhance our worship as 

a substitute or supplement to 

our current hymnal, share your 

suggestions with us.

¥ Maybe you!ve been harboring 

some wild worship idea. Well, 

don!t keep it to yourself! Write 

it down and give it to us. But 

beware, if it!s your idea, you 

just might be asked to help 

implement it!

On Sunday, November 9th, the 
youth group toured Gunther 
KeilÕs workshop where he creates 
wooden toys. Mr. Keil specializes 
in wooden animals, Noah's Arks, 
and Nativity sets. He immigrated 
to the U.S. as a professor of 
German Literature. He raises 
sheep, bees and uses the trees 
that grow on his land.

His designs are known in the Old 
and New World. They are in the 
permanent collection of the Toy 
Museum in Nuremberg, 
Germany and the Hartsville 
Museum in Hartsville, NY. They 
have also been displayed in the 
"Toys for all Ages" show at the 
Smithsonian, and most recently 
in Paul J. Smith's "Objects for 

Use/Handmade by Design" 
show at the American Craft 
Museum in New York City. His 
designs have been published in 
Fine Woodworking Design 
Books, and The Woodworker's 
Journal and in the book, 
"Objects for Use" published in 
conjunction with the exhibition 
at the American Craft Museum 
in 2001.

Gunther's work, especially the 
miniature habitats and arks, 
express the fragility and 
exquisiteness of life, which is too 
easily forgotten in our technical 
world. He showed us the 
different equipment used is 
creating these beautiful 
collectibles. Our own Eliza 
Hotchkiss works for Gunther.

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A Minister’s View of Iraq
PRESBYTERIAN MINISTER YOUSIF JAMIL ALSAKA SHARES HIS 

VIEWS ABOUT THE WAR IN IRAQ
 

On October 29, Yousif Jamil al-
Saka visited Cornell and gave a 
presentation on the Iraq War 
and its effect on the Christian 
community. Mr. al-Saka is a 
pastor of the Presbyterian 
Church of Baghdad, and 
General Secretary of the 
Assembly of Presbyterian 
Churches in Iraq. His visit was 
sponsored by the Presbyterian 
Peacemaking OfÞce in Louisville, 
Kentucky.

Rev. al-Saka Þrst showed photos 
of Baghdad before the war. It 
was a beautiful city with nice 
hotels, parks, sculpture gardens, 
and healthy infrastructure. Now 
many buildings are destroyed 
and the infrastructure is falling 
apart. The streets are full of 
water because the bombing 
ruptured sewage and water lines. 
The failure of Americans to seal 
the borders allowed many 
foreigners to enter Iraq and 
cause trouble. He says that the 
Americans are unable to build 
anything now because of the 
security situation. As a result, the 
infrastructure continues to 
crumble and there are food and 
water lines throughout the city. 
Most doctors have ßed and there 
is little health care available. His 
church runs a small clinic, but 
that is about all the outreach they 
can muster.

Iraq is home to some of the 
earliest Christian churches Ð a 
few trace their founding back to 
the second century. The 20th 
century was a time when 
Christians ßourished in Iraq: 
Catholic, Orthodox, 
Presbyterian, Baptist, and 

Alliance. SaddamÕs deputy prime 
minister, Tariq Aziz, was a 
Christian. The Presbyterian 
Church was the largest 
Protestant denomination in 
Baghdad. al-SakaÕs church had 
350 members and there were 4 
others in the city. Now there are 
only two remaining: his has lost 
60% of its members and the 
other church has lost 80%. In the 
last few weeks, some group has 
been rounding up and killing 
Christians. No one has laid claim 
to these assassinations. al-Saka 
suspects that these can be 
attributed to foreign Þghters such 
as al-Qaeda who were not 
present in Iraq before the war. 
Prior to the war, Christians were 
not persecuted for their faith and 
those of different faiths lived 
together. Sunni and Shiites 
intermarried, and it was not 
important which mosque or 
church one worshiped at. Now, 
with the immigration of large 
numbers of radical Muslims, 
religious freedoms have 
diminished.

Rev. al-Saka said that life was far 
better before the war. Now they 
have nothing, there is no hope 
for the future, and many people 
have ßed Iraq or are in despair. 
He said that we really need to 
pray for the country and the 
church. He is unsure if  the 
Christian church in Iraq will 
survive. He hopes that American 
troops will soon leave so Iraqis 
can return to some level of 
normalcy. Rev. al-Saka presented 
a much different perspective on 
Iraq than what we hear in the 
press. - Marvin Pritts
