Gayle grew up in several locations in
New York State including Oneida,
Ogdensburg, Rome and Utica. She
loved to read, resulting in her first job
at the Utica Library. Gayle graduated
from Utica Free Academy and after
attending Potsdam State College
moved to Clinton with her famuly. She
worked for a bank in Utica, and later,
in Clinton.

Ron, and his younger sister grew up in
Clinton, a small college town in Central
New York. Ron played the French horn
and ice-hockey. He enlisted in the US Air
Force and after four years, mostly as a
budget & finance specialist, returned to
Clinton. He attended Utica College and
worked for a small accounting firm in
Clinton.

Ron and Gayle were working in Clinton
and attending the Methodist Church
when Ron began to “notice” Gayle in
church. They dated, were engaged and
in 1963 married in Clinton. Within a
few years, the family expanded to include
daughter Kathryn and son Douglas.
Although they had immediate family
and many life-long friends in the Clinton
area, in 1974 the lure of a budget
analyst position for Ron at NCR (in
Ithaca) prompted a move. They moved

to Trumansburg in 1974 and joined
FPCU in 1975.

As a family, the Mac Lean’s spent many
years camping from Maine to Florida.
Starting in 1964, they spent 8 years tent
camping, about 25 years in a fold-down
camper and finally in self-contained

trailers, the last of which they just
sold last year.

Their life here over the last 34 years
has been one filled with family,
friendships, community involvement,
extensive acquaintances and the
appreciation of this beautiful area.
They were attracted to FPCU by the
friendliness of the congregation, and
especially the welcoming hands of
Gary & Ann Buchner and Jim & Sue
Mason who continue to be close
friends. When their children were
young, Gayle taught Sunday School
and Ron served on Session.

Most of their immediate family live
locally: Kathryn & her family in
Newtfield, and Douglas in
Trumansburg. Two granddaughters
and their youngest grandson (all in
their teens) are in Newfield; the
oldest grandson and great-
granddaughter live near Charleston,
SC. Ron & Gayle have appreciated
being very close to their
grandchildren from their births. Life
in this area, with all it has to offer,
has allowed them to follow Cornell

Hockey with season tickets for 25
years, and attend many of the local
music and cultural events.

Gayle was a stay-at-home mom for a
few years, volunteering in the school
Learning & Reading Center, and the
Girl Scouts. She was treasurer and
board member for the Gemm Shop,
and treasurer and board member of
the library for 12 years. Gayle has
volunteered at the library for over 20
years. She currently enjoys the local
Tai Chi program. Gayle re-entered
the workforce first at Holton’s
Pharmacy and then for 23 years with
the US Postal Service. This was a
perfect place to work for Gayle, as
she loved working with the public.

Ron was a volunteer fireman in
Trumansburg for many years, and 1s
now an inactive life member. He was
a member and past president of the
local chapter of the National
Association of Accountants. In the
mid 80’s, he was active with our local
Boy Scout Troop 13, serving as
scoutmaster. For a few years in the
1980’s, the NCR-Ithaca plant
experienced a series of business
contractions resulting in reducing
staff, which in ‘87 involved Ron. He
then worked as the manager of
Ehrhart Propane Gas.

Ron & Gayle both retired in 2003. In
retirement, they have been able to
travel, seeing some of the places they
longed to see. They have always
loved the mountains and the ocean,
and find themselves in both places
and many spots in between.

I was raised in the Presbyterian and
Methodist Church. Worship services,
Sunday School, evening youth group
and church social gatherings were a
regular part of my family's schedule.

Rick War-
ren's book, The Purpose Driven Liféhas
clarified many questions for me. For
example, while our relationship with
Christ is personal, God wants our
church family to belong to each other.
You discover your role in life through
your relationship with others. Cultivat-
ing community takes time: it's a com-
mitment to protect the unity of the
church. It means encouraging each
other and attending on Sunday to sup-
port the pastor, the choir and teachers. It
means supporting the Session by par-
ticipating in activities, discussion
groups and mission projects. It means
changing priorities and how you use
your time.

Paul's ministry to the early churches
taught about helping anyone, but giving
special attention to the family of believ-
ers. You can't love someone in isolation.
The Bible is the story of God building a
family who will love him and reign
with him forever. When we place our
faith in Christ, God becomes our Father,
we become brothers & sisters and the
church becomes our spiritual family.
This is part of my story. I hope it is
"food for thought" for you.

Dear Members and Friends,

Many of you are
already aware that
I will soon be
ending my service
at First
Presbyterian.
Those who
received my hand-
out last Sunday

(March 15th) can safely move on to

another Grapevine article. For the

rest, I take this opportunity to share

a few parting thoughts.
It has been a deep pleasure and

blessing for me to serve as pastor of
FPCU for more than a year now. I

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2009 'Annual Meeting

After joyful conversation and a
delicious dish to pass, we enjoyed
our Annual Congregational meeting
on January 25. If you were unable
to attend, read the complete report

at www.fpcu.info

Member ship numbers are always
of interest at the Annual meeting
Our total membership of 1931 new
member by reaffirmation of faith, 6
placed on the inactive roll, 2
transfers, 2 terminations, and 1
death. While we recognize that we
are in an interim phase, we
encourage anyone who is
considering membership to speak
with the pastor. If you are a
member or friend and haven’t
attended recently, our doors are
open and very welcoming.

Each committee member shared
highlights at the meeting. With the
exception of Budget and Finance
(see below), committee summaries are
located in the sidebars on this page
and page 5.

In prior newsletters, you read about
the potential $§20,000 gap the
church was facing at the end of
2008. Pastor K gave us a
Stewardship Challenge in
November, asking that each
member try to give an extra $4 per
day ($280) for the remaining 70
days of the year. We met this
challenge and ended the year with a
balanced budget, due in part to this
challenge and lower expenses than
planned. Thank y ou to everyone!

We are still hoping to receive more
pledges. Compared with prior years,
we have received less pledged funds.
As a result, we have cut back our
pledge to Presbytery Missions.

All other aspects of the 2009 budget
appear to be sound, although we are
planning on income keeping pace
with 2008.

In last year’s March issue, we
printed an article about the detailed

finances of the church. In that
article we talked about “per capita”.
We pay this for each active church
member, and it comprises 7% of
our expenses. It is one of the
expenses related to being organized
in the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.)
and helps support the operation of
the denomination at all levels. At
this y ear@ Annual meeting , we
asked that each member
consider paying his own per
capita ($44). If every member
pays this, it would remo ve
$8,729 from the budget. Please
prayerfully consider if you are able
to to this.

Additionally, Pastor K pledged to
continue his income at the same
level as 2008 to help us with our
budget crunch. Bryan Lille y
(Music Director) added his thanks for
the support he feels from the
congregation and both choirs. He
sends kudos to Doris Dunlap for her
support and musical talent. Bryan
explained that he does not list the
anthems in the bulletin because his
choice of music depends on the
talent that arrives for choir on any
given Sunday. This year he hopes to
add music to the offertory in the
form of congregant talents.

Evelyn Fritz (Mission Knitters) said
that their needles had clicked all
year and they passed along 100
baby hats, 11 lap blankets, 9
preemie blankets, and 27 prayer
shawls to needy folks. They all
enjoyed camaraderie of the
meetings, which have grown to
include other area churches. They
meet on the last Tuesday of the
month:1 p.m., Lange Room.

After the reports were heard, we
discussed the proposed bylaw
change. The amendment proposed
that in Section 12 (Elders),the first
paragraph be amended to change
the number of ruling elders on
